I bought my f-type in 2016 (MY2014) and everything worked fine. After a few 

month i realized a creaking sound when the vent was moving up or down.

Here is what i did… 

1. Lift up the cover up by using a plastic spudger or something like this. I 

used a plastic ice scraper
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Gently pull the cover up starting at the top.
