NOTE:

Following reconnection of the battery, the engine should be allowed to idle as the stored idle and drive
values contained within the engine control module (ECM) have been lost. This may cause driveablity
concern if the following procedure is not carried out.

1. Connect the battery ground cable.
e Tighten to 4 Nm.

2. Turn the ignition switch to the ON position.

3. Cycle both door drop glasses up and down to establish the upper and lower datum points.
1. Lower the glass to the stop and hold the switch in the DOWN position for a further five seconds.
2. Raise the glass fully and hold the switch in the UP position for a further five seconds.

4. Start the engine and allow to idle until the engine reaches normal operating temperature.
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5. Switch the engine off.

6. Start the engine and allow to idle for approximately two minutes (this will allow the ECM to learn the idle
values).

7. Apply and hold the brake pedal, select drive and allow the engine to idle for a further two minutes.

8. Drive the vehicle for approximately five miles/eight kilometers of varied driving to enable the ECM to
complete its learning strategy.

9. Reset the audio unit, clock and climate control assembly to original settings to avoid customer complaint.
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
